ETURNITY BAND RIDER
SOUND

Eturnity band require a professional sound system with a mixing console with minimum of 24 channels and the ability to produce clear, undistorted sound throughout the dance floor area.  The sound system should include a CD player.

A front of house sound engineer is required.  On stage sound sources are as follows:

Drums + vocals + monitor

Bass (Direct input) + monitor 

Keyboards (Direct input)+monitor

Guitar (Direct input) + monitor

Saxophone (2)+ monitor

Trumpet + background vocal + monitor

Lead female vocal #1 + monitor

Lead male vocal # 4 + monitor

MONITORS:
Each of the above positions require a monitor wedge for a total of 8 wedges.  Where space is an issue, vocalist and horn players can share monitor wedges.  In all cases, the band requires side fills downstage left and right for vocalist. .

LIGHTING:  Standard lighting.
HOSPITALITY

The band requires 1 male (11 persons) and 1 female dressing room ( 1 person)  Each room should be equipped with a lighted full-length mirror, rolling costume rack, table and chairs and a waste basket.  Dressing rooms should have access to a nearby rest room.  These rooms are extremely important to the band: if you anticipate any problems, in providing these dressing rooms, please let us know as soon as possible.

Each dressing room should be provided with a generous (but not excessive) serving of soft drinks and juices.  If possible, hot meals or buffet is greatly preferred and appreciated by the band.
